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: Listening To Your Airplane

¢ They say the most important part of communication is listening. Think of all of the arguments and
¢ misunderstandings that might have been avoided by using the skill of listening.

¢ Two recent students brought the skill of listening to your airplane to my attention. The first student when asked
¢ to comply with the Transportation Security Administration® (TSA) requirement for proving that he was a United

States citizen told me that was not a problem because he was Sioux Indian! | felt slightly embarrassed and
¢ inadequate when | realized that he was probably more American that myself, and that | was probably
* considered the outsider by him. He did have proof and it was entered in his log book. He and his relatives are
: still a bit hostile toward the US Government but that is another story.

¢ As we flew he over controlled the airplane. His use of rudder was to "kick" the airplane around turns. His pitch
0 ¢ control varied wildly. This was his second hour of dual and nervousness didn®seem to be abnormal. After we
)¢ landed | asked how his ancestors would have trained a wild stallion. He replied, "My grandfather said to make
06 the stallion comply.” "And how would you train a dog?" | asked. "With kindness and being consistent" he

replied. | continued, "Treat the airplane as if you are training your dog and you might see amazing results. What

would happen if you yelled and kicked at the dog to get him to comply?" "The opposite of the results that |
would want" he said. "Exactly. Remember that the airplane flew hands off during our first lesson. Let the
airplane fly and provide the proper guidance. Listen to the needs of the airplane as if you were training your
dog."

® The second student is retired and signed off for Sport Pilot. He held a Private Pilot License with an expired
medical. He had many hours logged, years ago, in antique/classic airplanes that are now considered Light

¢ Sport Airplanes.

@ We were turning Crosswind when he asked, "Have you ever heard the control stick talk to you?" "Absolutely” |

L 4 replied. He continued, "When you are flying the airplane with coordination, correct airspeed, and proper
2 techniques the airplane will talk to you. All you have to do is listen."

® So how do you listen to your airplane? This is a skill that seems to go unnoticed by many flight schools today.

@ If you use too much rudder in a turn you will be "told" by the airplane pushing you to the side of the cockpit.

4 Pitch too high or too low and you will be "told" by hearing it in the engine Rpm® and flight control pressures that

¥ may feel "sloppy" or too light compared to when the right pitch is maintained. Too much stick, or yoke, or not

@ enough rudder will find you being "told" once again by pushing you to the side of the cockpit. Abrupt forward or
@ aft control stick, or yoke, will "tell" you by being pushed into or away from the seat. Too much "stepping on the

@ ball," to make a coordinated turn, will find you being "told" by pushing you in the opposite direction.

4

€ With power on or off stalls let the slightest visual indication and feel of a buffet "talk" to you. When the top of the
# engine cowl on a predetermined cloud indicates that visual indication and buffet you know that the airplane has

4 "told" you when the stall has occurred.

¢ ltis also said that although listening is the most important part of communication, most communication is
© nonverbal. Watch your student as you ask him, "Do you have any problem with stalls?" His verbal answer
¥ might be, "No problem" but the nonverbal signal might be a head nod up and down indicating "Yes."

4 How does your airplane talk to you? Just listen and you will hear it. You might also avoid a lot of

¢ misunderstandings!
