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April was a busy month for LAFA.  AMPS (Aero 
Modeler’s of Perrine) invited us to fly in to their annual 
AeroFest on Saturday, April 2nd.  The weather wasn’t the 
greatest that day but we left X51 early when the winds 
were lighter (15 to 20 kts) and had four aircraft fly over 
and three land at their field.  Dick and Sandy 
Bronnenberg did several fly-bys with us then flew back to 
X51 while Cap’t Bob, Jim Linberg and I landed to place 
our aircraft on display for their event.  We had a great 
time eating and watching the models fly till around 3:00 
PM.  According to the records at X51, the winds peeked 
at around 28, gusting to 32 around mid day but dropped 
to around 5 to 10 kts for our enjoyable flight back to X51.  
The following Saturday, April 9th had us flying to the 
Airboat Society of South Florida’s Annual Bar-B-Que.  
The Airboat Society invited us to have one of our aircraft 
on display as well as some fly-bys at their event as we 
did last year.  Barry Hawks volunteered to put his plane 
on display while Cap’t Bob, Claire and I did the fly-bys.  
After the fly-bys, we landed nearby and were given an 
airboat ride to the event while Virgil Salisbury watched 
over our planes.  After feasting on Bar-B-Que ribs and 
chicken, we were given another airboat ride back to our 
planes so we could do another fly-by on the trip back to 
X51.  The following weekend was spent in Lakeland at 
Sun-n-fun.  Both the day and the night airshows seemed 
to be more spectacular than last year.  Back in the mid 
60’s I did a little aerobatic flying.  Jim Holland had a small 
Aerobatic school at X51 with three Citabrias that Claire 
and I used to rent to do a little fun flying.  Back then, 
aerobatic flying wasn’t anything like it is today.  It still 
amazes me to see how some of the aerobatic pilots make 
their planes tumble end over end, which seems like an 
aerodynamic impossibility.  I guess with better aircraft, 
better training and more imagination, we get more 
incredible flying.

Attitude vs. Attitude

Most of us have received phone calls from people who want to learn to fly. Two questions are usually asked, unless 
we beat the prospective student to the punch and answer them first. 

"How many hours will it take to learn to fly? and "What will it cost?" The cost will vary by type of aircraft, how 
congested the airport is, and other variables. How long it will take to learn will depend on some of these same 
factors, but there is a more subtle factor that is often overlooked. 

The airport where I usually flight instruct is not loaded down with traffic. I can teach power off approaches from the 
Downwind Leg. The amount of time to cover everything is usually six hours, with a couple of more hours to perfect 
landings. The criteria is to accomplish all of the FAR requirements for solo and make five perfect landings before 
solo. 

So your answer to the question about how long will it take to learn to fly would be close to six hours? What if your 
student is an accountant, medical doctor or law enforcement officer? "What does that have to do with learning to fly?" 
you ask. Well, there is a thread of truth in the old statement, "There is only one thing worse than a doctor flying a 
Bonanza and that is a dentist flying a Mooney." In some of the higher income brackets it is often possible to out 
spend your skill level with complex equipment and aircraft before you are ready to master what you have purchased. 
But just as important are the transference of skills from your profession to flying an airplane. 

Let©s try a short test: (This is not an absolute but something to watch for) 

A pre-solo student is getting dual in your tail wheel J 3 Cub. The best student will be: 

a) Professional Accountant, Medical Doctor, Police Officer. 

b) Heavy equipment construction operator 

c) Farm kid that flies scale J 3 Cub R/C models. 

The correct answers are both b and c. Both of those students have operated equipment that requires some of the 
same skills as flying an airplane. The farm kid even has the visualization of how the J 3 should look during landings! 

The accountant and doctor are very much into details due their chosen professions. While they are concentrating on 
the precise altitude of the traffic pattern it may be more likely that they will not see oncoming traffic. But their altitude 
will be precise. The police officer may be a student who must be in control at all times. In their job their life depends 
on it! Why wouldn©t this be a good thing...after all controlling the airplane is what it is all about isn©t it?  

The mind set of a person who may have the need to control transferred into learning to fly may mean that they know 
the people skills to satisfy the instructor, but watch for the final analysis being done their way. Also look for situations 
where the application of too much aircraft control, to show the plane who has the authority, might come into play. 
Police officers are trained not to show fear. This may put more pressure on them as flight students by concentrating 
on being in control instead of the awareness of the needs of the aircraft. 

With the accountant, doctor and police officer control is important so that they do not mess up. They are all 
professionals. With the heavy equipment operator or farm kid control is important to make the equipment do what is 
needed...and there is the difference. The airplane is just another piece of equipment that needs to be attended to in 
the proper manner. 

During that initial contact why not ask what your new prospective student©s occupation might be to help uncover a 
possible mind set that may help or hinder their flight training. It is a subtle difference that may save some time in their 
training and at most may save their life. Having said that, remember that not all police officers have red hair. In other 
words each student is different. 
Sometimes one type of attitude is more important than another. Just like an excessive angle of attack can give the
