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"Patter" For Standardization Part IlI

This is the third article in the series taken from the U.S. Department Of Commerce Civil Aeronautics
Administration "Patter For Elementary Flight Maneuvers" book published in February of 1943.
"Patter" was referred to as the jargon that flight instructors used and the attempt was to standardize its use.
Some of the standardization techniques in this book have been lost with the tricycle gear, electric starter and
electrical systems of our modern airplanes. However, the Light Sport Aircraft may see the importance of
some of these long forgotten techniques.
Since weather related accidents are still going strong there is a technique used during the 1930® and 1940®
that is applicable to LSA. In those years the J 3 Cub, Luscombes, Taylorcrafts, and other slower airplanes
could not fly above, around or through the weather. It was not uncommon to find yourself sitting out bad
weather where a suitable landing field was found. (Not unlike landing my Citabria in Everglades City during
mosquito season the night a squall line formed blocking me from my home airport! The 7ECA cruise speed is
similar to a Cessna 152 and not suitable for flying above, around, or through thunderstorms and squall
lines!..but | regress...)
"Dragging" Areas
"Dragging" an area consists in flying low over a field in order to inspect its surface. Suppose we@e flying
along here, cross-country, and decide that because of approaching bad weather, or because we are running
short on gas, we® have to land. If there were no airports close by we would have to land on one of those
fields down there. Which one would you choose? (Trainee selects field.)
All right, we® take that field. Now this isn®exactly a forced landing since our plane is functioning all right, so
we can afford to take time to look the field over before landing on it. We® fly around the field at 600 feet,
following the usual rectangular course, and inspect it carefully from this altitude. We® pay particular attention
to its size, its general surface condition, the wind direction, and the presence of obstacles in the path of our
approach. The instructor should point out any unusual conditions such as hidden wires and obstructions.
Now from this altitude the field looks suitable for landing, so we® inspect it more closely by "dragging" our
landing area.
"Dragging" the field consists, of flying across it up-wind and to one side of the intended landing area, at a
height of from 50 to 100 feet, but never so low as to risk flying into any objects on the ground or at ends of
the field.
We make the usual 90-degree approach to the field, flying the cross-wind leg a little farther from the field,
since we® come in with a power on glide, which is flatter than the normal glide.
All right, here we are, flying low across the field to one side of our intended landing area, using just enough
throttle to keep the air speed well above stalling, and to keep the plane from settling.
We inspect the landing area for stumps, holes, soft spots, or other obstructions in the field. Then we give the
plane full throttle and assume a normal climb.
Always be certain that you have enough speed and altitude to clear any obstacles on the up-wind side of the
field.
All right, you take over and drag the area. Incidentally, when flying low over a field on which you intend to
land, it is always a good idea to note the inclination, or slope of the surface. If the field is sloping, it is usually
better to land down-wind and uphill rather than up-wind and down-hill, unless the wind is strong.
Also, always plan your approach to the landing so that you® have the longest run possible after landing.
Select a field that is not surrounded by high obstacles, particularly in the up-wind direction of the prevailing
winds. It takes more room to take off than to land, and pilots have been known to make good landings in
fields from which they couldn®take off again.
You@e not supposed to practice this maneuver solo, but remember how it is done, because you might have
to drag a field some time if you@e forced down while flying cross-country."
So, there you have it. Some more techniques from a time when flying an airplane had nothing to do with
GPS or Weather Radar...a time when the Light Sport Aircraft was all that they had to fly! A time when pilots
were pilots and their planes were glad!
