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Transition from Rated Pilot to Sport Pilot...Been There Done That.

Miles was retired from being Executive Vice President in charge of world wide logistics for a large corporation.

He was no stranger to aviation and thought that he would never be able to fly again because of his inability to pass
his pilot medical exam. He wanted to feel a part of the airplane once again, like he use to, and enjoy the feel of
freedom that flying had brought to him in the past.

You see, with many of the older pilots the introduction of LSA and the Sport Pilot classification will mean that they
need to become current in the very type of airplane that they once soloed. Airplanes like the 7AC Champ, J 3 Cub,
Taylor Craft and Luscombe to name a few.

So what is it that we, as flight instructors, can teach a pilot that has "been there, done that"? A pilot who has logged
more tailwheel experience than the 200 hours required for a Commercial Pilot Certificate? A pilot who possibly flew
back in a time when the spin was a required maneuver?

Miles would climb in my Citabria, turn to look at me in the back seat, and tell me, "Don®worry, | am not going to hurt
you." If a landing wasn®perfect he would say, "Didn®hurt you did 1?" letting me know that he was making good on
his promise. Although tongue-in-cheek, | respected his point of view because | realized he had the experience and
know -ledge to back it up.

So what is our job with the older Sport Pilot candidate? It may be to refresh their thinking about what the airplane is
telling them it needs, instead of having them tell the airplane what they remember it needed from twenty years ago. It
may be to put them into landing approaches that are too high, or too low, so that they may sharpen their evaluation
and pilot skills. It may be to give them lots of emergency landing practice to rebuild their confidence and re-teach
planning and proactive instead of reactive behavior.

Assuming that there really are "Old pilots and bold pilots, but no old bold pilots " as the saying goes, these older
pilots are still around so their flying must not have been all that bad. As flight instructors we need to take some of the
fear of failure away from them so that they can be as good as they once were. We need to help them relax.

The definition of stress is "Anything that requires an adaptive response on the part of the organism." This means you
don®want to completely eliminate stress but manage it. Many tasks are best performed with moderate levels of
stress. There is a mind body connection. If we believe we are incompetent we will be incompetent. If we believe that
there is no failure, only learning, we will learn and not fail.

You might want to start out with "S" Turns along a road. Explain that this is probably the best maneuver to use for
getting the feel of a new airplane or one not flown by the student in awhile. Remember to use encouragement when
the turns feel coordinated. Also remember that it takes twenty "At-a-boys" to erase one disparaging comment.
(Criticism is often reflected in tone of voice and body language!) Try gentle power on and off stalls followed by what
your student did about the stall that you liked..."Good Clearing Turnsl...

With the landings and take offs it is important to emphasize the positive and continue to promote relaxation.
Visualization is an excellent technique to use. With any student, just as a professional ball player visualizing the
perfect hoop, hit, or catch, your student may visualize the perfect runway visualization of watching the entire runway
on Final Approach--a VASI without the lights! Have your student visualize that he/she is an observer standing on the
side of the runway watching someone else land his/her plane and plugging in that perfect approach and landing as
your student flies the plane.

If they are trying too hard for that perfect landing, that they remember from twenty years ago, and not holding the
plane off long enough, find their fear. Sharks! Spiders! Snakes! and have them visualize encountering their fear
when the wheels touch the ground!

On takeoff if they continue to over control, take them away to a "Safe Space" where they can®be stressed out about
making those mistakes over and over again. Still have them watch a point at the end of the runway for directional
control, but instead of concentrating about what they are doing wrong, and what they should be doing right, have
them visualize being at the beach, with white sand, lounge chair and beautiful blue water. (Have faith they might
have been doing take off and landings before you were born!) Although they have flown this before, many times,
they may now be simply trying too hard not to fail. The visualization of the beach scene may let the skills that they
once had resurface through relaxation.

So when the older Sport Pilot candidate let® you know that he has the ability to once again be PIC, when the before
takeoff check list is complete, and you, the flight instructor, are asked by a student like Miles, "Passenger ready?"
the correct reply is "Passenger ready."

By the way, Miles is number eight on the production list for the new Taylor Craft "Taildragger."

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THE INSTRUCTOR’'S CORNER

This month - “Minimum Controllable Airspeed
By Cap’'n Bob Musgrove, USUA Basic Flight Instructor

This article serves to explain why MCA is an important part of flight training. Do not attempt to perform
MCA or any other standard flight training maneuver without proper preparatory training to ensure safety
and success.

A part of becoming a Registered Ultraligh Pilot is to demonstrate Minimum Controllable Airspeed (MCA)
in straight and level flight and in shallow turns as part of the Flight Test. MCA for ultralights (U/L’s) is
approximately five knots (okay, six MPH) above the stall speed.

To accomplish this task requires 1) a good understanding of aerodynamics, 2) a feel for the aircraft’s
speed trends and 3) timely flight control inputs to maintain this controllability - all while close to stall
speed.

Why MCA? | feel it is to prepare for: maximum performance takeoffs with maximum climb rates over
obstacles, minimum sink rate decent, slower approaches to landings, short field landings, awareness of
approaching stall speed for safer normal flight maneuvers and the ability to fly with my slower buddies!

All this depends on knowing my U/L’s actual stall speed at low cruise power and simply flying about five
knots faster than that. It's really not that difficult. Yes, it does take practice, but practice makes perfect
and the rewards are so gratifying.

Now if | want to expand the envelope, I'll go to the next step beyond. I'll slow her down some more.

From an MCA of stall plus five knots I'll reduce a tweak more power, while maintaining altitude, until | feel
some burbling from the wing. A pusher propeller's sound might “wow-wow” a bit while the flight controls
get sloppier. I'm now at my limit. Now | know what real slow flight is for this U/L. One, two, maybe three
knots above stall? It doesn’t matter. What matters is what it “feels” like. This is my point. Without even
looking at the airspeed indicator, | know that this U/L is near a stall condition. Whether I'm turning on final
landing approach or hedgehopping out in the boonies or circling overhead while straining to identify a lost
child, my ultralight is burbling - no - SHOUTING to me to decrease the wing’s angle of attack and add
power.

This is feeling my ultralight. This is “flying by the seat of my pants”.
