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Fly-Out to Big Cypress

On Saturday, September 23, 2006, the Light Aircraft Flyers Association
embarked on a cross-country flight from Homestead General Airport to Big Cypress.
Big Cypress is an airport north of I-75 in the Seminole Indian Reservation land about
45 miles west of US 27 and parallel to Fort Lauderdale. Our morning preflight briefing
included radio communication frequencies, flight path and planned altitude. The “order”
of planes, the slower Tikes would start first and the faster “fixed wings,” would follow,
we had a leader and a “tail end Charlie.” Captain Bob reviewed the flight path and
instructions for entering and landing at the “wide road” refueling stop and at the Big
Cypress airport. Cabins and camping arrangements were made in advance at a
campground next to the airport for our Saturday night stay. The briefing instructions
included altitudes, traffic pattern approaches, and special instructions for avoidance of
National Park Airspace.

At Homestead General, 4 Weight Shift Trikes, one Quick silver and one
Rans and an Aronica were set to take off. The weather was very cooperative, the air
was cool and still, with no clouds in sight and none forecast. Ground support was in
being provided by “super Sue and Raven,” along with the Andersen van. Our route was
to follow the canals north along the Everglade fringes and then north along Chrome
Avenue/ US 27 north to I-75, then take a west turn and fly along I-75 until with reach
the “Winding road” that takes us north to the Big Cypress airport. The total mileage
was about 90 miles, and about 2 hours of flight time. About half way, there was a “wide
road” were we could make a landing to refuel. The “wide road” was along one of the
canals where the ground support could access us.

Take off went well and we were flying along the canals north to Tamiami
Trail. The radio chatter orientated us to each other and to the lead plane. The winds
were calm and with no thermal buildups, it was smooth! The route along the canals
and over the roads showed just how much water is in the Everglades. Chrome Ave/US
27, and I-75 are long ribbons of dry ground above a “river of grass.” A ditch in the
Everglades would not only be no fun, it would be wet and filled with gators and snakes.
To minimize problems we stayed along areas that would allow a “dry landing,” or at
least access by car. However, there were some instances where “air boat” rescue and
recovery were the only options.

Big Cypress is a 6000 foot paved East/West runway. The Airport
manager granted permission ahead of time, and generally, the airport is unattended.
Access in and out was by a “Key Pad,” at the gate. The surrounding areas at Big
Cypress included numerous cattle ranches, orange groves, a motor cross track, and
the Seminole Reservation lands. After arriving, we all headed to Seminole Bills
Everglades Tours for Brunch. Later that afternoon | took several short flights around
the airport to get the lay of the land. Fortunately, a power transmission line and a large
white water tower keep me oriented to the airport, as that the area was new to me.

On Sunday, we retraced our steps reversing the flight from the day
before, and all arrived safely. Big Cypress is a hidden jewel within the reaches of the
ultralight community. Beautiful country and convenient accommodations make it right
